Students may apply for a URM for any one of four different periods:

Summer 2010
8 weeks full-time (June 7–July 30 or an alternate period);

$3000 stipend; student is responsible for enrollment in a
 minimum of one credit hour

Fall semester 2010 or Spring 2011
part of scheduled course work;

$1000 credited to student account;

up to $500 for travel/equipment (by application)

Academic year 2010–2011
part of scheduled course work;

$1000 credited to student account per term;

up to $500 for travel/equipment (by application)

Instructions
A completed application consists of five pages:

a. the cover sheet, filled out appropriately

b. a one-page résumé or curriculum vitae for the student

c. a brief account of the planned research project to be undertaken by student and faculty mentor (maximum two pages or 500 words, with roughly equal attention to description and justification)

d. an unofficial MU transcript

e. a letter of support from the faculty mentor to be sent directly by the faculty mentor to 317 Lowry by the application deadline.

This packet should be submitted to the Undergraduate Research Mentorship Committee, c/o Arts & Science Dean’s Office, 317 Lowry Hall, by the deadline.

The required letter of support from the faculty mentor should be sent separately by the mentor to the same address by the same deadline.
