Many of our honors students have also presented
at national and international scientific meetings and
have published their papers in top research journals.

Internships in Psychology

We offer many internship opportunities for psychol-
ogy majors. Through an internship, you’ll have the
opportunity to serve a local organization for graded
academic credit. Our interns serve in a hands-on
environment in the local community—examples
include assisting the elderly, the homeless, refugees,
and at-risk youth.
